Key Positions available:

3 x Volunteer Coordinator
Pre Games: Coordinate the recruitment, communication, and induction of volunteers.
Games Time: Coordinate the distribution of volunteers to sports and other games areas,
ensuring volunteer services and meal requirements are met.
Post Event: Assistance in coordinating the volunteer thank you event and recognition
requirements.

2 x Sports Results
Role is to assist in the management of sport related results for the ten sport program. This
will include the cross checking of results received from each sport, the updating of event
related websites and the informing of relevant media contacts regarding the games
results. 10 hours of training on the results system will be required 2 weeks prior to the
event as well as the Games week.

National Liaison Officers (multiple positions)
Role is to provide a personal contact for a university from a participating nation to assist
with general event questions and questions regarding Perth. This person will be involved
in activities such as meet and greet at airport and accommodation arrivals, gift exchange
seminars and general team assistance. Roughly 10 hours will be required before the
event as well as the Games week.

2 x Transport Officer
The Transport Officer will assist in the management of the games transport system. 10
hours will be required prior to the event and during game time, daily shifts 6am - 1pm and
1pm - 7pm.

Cultural Program Officer
Will assist in the delivery of all non sport related activites and opportunities as
programmed by the games team. This will include assisting with bookings of facilities,
guest speakers and performers.
Pre Games — 8 hours per week for 6 weeks.
Games Time — Daily 1pm — end of programs for the day.

Medical Assistance Officer
Working with the professional team from Sports Medicine Australia (WA branch), you will
be responsible for ensuring that this important area of the event is well serviced and has
all required games and on site information. You will assist in the management of player
information and record keeping, onsite assistance for vehicle access if required and
provide a general point of contact for SMA back to the Games. 2 x 2hour sessions with
SMAWA will be required prior to the event as well as the Games week.



Media Officer (multiple positions)
